I. Course Description 
Advanced Band is a performance-oriented large ensemble that is open to any student who plays a woodwind, brass, or percussion instrument. Students will explore wind literature from a variety of compositional styles and eras. In addition to continued individual and ensemble musical development, students will also learn music history, music theory, and critical listening skills as they pertain to the literature being studied. Students in Honors Advanced Band will undertake further exploration of their instrument and music in general and additional assignments will be required. Advanced Band is also Marching Band.  Students are required to march and perform at all home games, competitions, parades, and other community events.  Students are required to attend afterschool rehearsals on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 4:15pm to 6:30pm.  
II. Objectives

Objectives are taken from the NC Standard Course of Study.
Students will:

• Read music in standard notation

• Play instruments, alone and with others, to perform a varied repertoire of music

• Improvise, compose, and arrange music

• Describe and analyze their own music and the music of others using appropriate music vocabulary. When appropriate, students will connect their analysis to interpretation and evaluation

• Describe the purposes for which works of music were and are created, and, when appropriate, interpret their meanings

• Demonstrate their understanding of styles, stylistic influences, and stylistic changes by identifying when and where art works were created
•Demonstrate proper marching techniques 

III. Materials

• Functioning instrument

• Instrument supplies (valve oil, reeds, mouthpieces, etc.)

• Folder and Music (flip fold and lyre for pep tunes)
• Pencil

• Band Notebook- For Drill
• Proper Shoes (we do go outside during class)
IV. Course Expectations

• Students will come to class prepared with their instrument, music, and pencil.
• Students will show respect for their teacher and their peers by staying focused and quiet during rehearsals

• Students will contribute to the continued success of the ensemble by engaging in regular practice at home

V. Classroom Rules

• No food or drink in the band room

• All cell phones and iPods will be turned off and out of sight during class

• Supplies and repairs should be taken care of outside of rehearsal time when possible
VI. Participation

Everyone is expected to participate.  This course is participation based.  Not having reeds or being sick is not an acceptable excuse for not participating.  If you are sick, I will need to have a note from your parent.  
VII. Absences

(Honors) Advanced Band is a performing ensemble. The success of the group depends largely on the prepared attendance of all members. Students are expected to attend all rehearsals and performances. The only acceptable reasons for not attending a rehearsal or performance are as follows:

· Serious illness (must have doctor’s note)
· Family emergency (must have note from parent)
· Conflict with another school-sponsored activity (which must be cleared with  Mrs. Batts at least one week prior to the event)

Please note that work is not an acceptable excuse for missing rehearsals. Rehearsals are scheduled far in advance and students are responsible for arranging their work schedules accordingly.

IN THE EVENT THAT A STUDENT MISSES A REHEARSAL OR CONCERT, HE/SHE MUST FILL OUT THE ABSENCE/TARDY FORM (TO BE SIGNED BY A PARENT) AND DO MAKE-UP WORK (within one week of the absence) IN ORDER TO RECEIVE FULL CREDIT FOR THAT EVENT. Failure to submit make-up work within one week of the absence will result in a loss of credit.
Practices/Rehearsal 
Practices will be held on a regular Tuesday/Thursday basis from August 24, 2010 to November 2, 2010.  Practices last from 4:15-6:30pm.  After school, students are to remain in the band room for study hall unless they have a note for learning lab.  

Tardy Policy
It is the responsibility of the student to be in class and in their seat on time.  In the event that a student is late for any reason they should bring a note with them and give it to Mrs. Batts.  If the student does not have a note they then must sign the tardy log at the front of the room.  After three tardies in any given quarter, a student will be assigned after school detention.  If a student fails to stay for detention, guardians will be contacted and an office referral will be handed in to the office.  Frequent tardies may also result in an office referral.
